CLASS 8A AS WE SEE IT:

Some in the optional English group have made an enquête/a questionnaire in a group of pupils in 8A and here is the result:

16 pupils answered the questions, 6 girls and 10 boys. In the group there were 10 ethnic Norwegians, 1 Turkish, 2 Kurds, 1 Thai, 1 Somalian and 1 Indian. 

This class can speak many languages; English, Norwegian, Swedish, Turkish, Kurdish, Danish, Arabic, Somali, Spanish, German, Thai and Indian.  Impressive!

They also have different National Days, like May 17.th is the Constitution Day in Norway. 13 pupils celebrate May 17.th. 2  have their celebration on May 19.th and 1 on July 1.st. 

All the pupils have families, of course. In sum, they have 11 sisters and 15 brothers.

14 of the pupils are 13 years old and only 2 are still 12.

Before they started secondary school, they went to different primary schools. 5 of them went to Kolstad, 6 to Saupstad, 4 from Romolslia and 1 went to Kalvskinnet primary school. 

In their spare time, they have a lot of activities, such as: football, video games, dancing, handball, be with friends etc.

We also asked them if they had been smoking or tasted alcohol. Many said no, but some of them said surprisingly yes.
